Hardware Description

The Power over Ethernet Injector has three connection ports and one LED

indicator. Following is a brief description.

B DATA IN port: It is an RJ-45 Ethernet interface port for data
transmission into the PoE Injector. This port connects to a switch.

Installation

To install the Power over Ethernet Injector, please follow the steps below.

1.

Connect the DATA IN port on the Power over Ethernet Injector to a
switch or HUB with an RJ-45 cable.

Using an RJ-45 cable, connect the DATA OUT port on the Power over
Ethernet Injector to a PoE splitter, PoE device (such as a router, access
Point, etc.) or a PoE Hub.

3. Plug in the power cord of the Injector to a wall outlet.

4. Before starting, ensure all connections are correct.

B The Power over Ethernet Injector connects to the Splitter, POE Hub
or POE device through the DATA OUT port.

B The Power over Ethernet Injector connects to the switch through
the DATA IN port.

B The POWER IN port is receiving power from the wall outlet.
